Day 1  Auckland to Istanbul 
  Depart Auckland flying via Singapore and Dubai to Istanbul w. Singapore Airlines   

 
Day 2  Arrive Istanbul. 
  You are meet on arrival in Istanbul and transferred to hotel for checkin by private car 
 

Late morning, our local Guide will meet you at Hotel and transfer to Spice Market, then on to Fatihs district 
to visit Church of Holy Saviour of Chora followed by lunch at Asitane Restaurant. 
 
You return to the Sultanhan Hotel with rest of afternoon and evening at your leisure. 
 
Meals included:  Breakfast and Lunch. 

 
Day 3  Istanbul. 
 

This morning our guide will introduce to the famous Grand Bazaar providing you with a leisurely stroll 
through the various quarters and then you will be left on your own to try your hand at bargaining with shop 
keepers. 
 
Late afternoon our guide will collect you from the hotel and accompany you down to the waterfront 
where you will board our private boat for a cruise of the Bosforus River. 
We visit the Beylerbeyi Palace before arriving for dinner at Korfez Restaurant which is located on the Asian 
side of the Istanbul.

Day 4  Istanbul 
  At leisure – free day in Istanbul 
 

This evening we have made reservations for dinner at the Sarnic Cistern Restaurant, located a short walk 
from your hotel. The restaurant is located inside an ancient Roman Cistern located directly behind Hagia 
Sophia 
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     Ruins at Knidos   Lunch break         Datca Village 

 
Day 5  Istanbul to Bodrum / Bodrum to Knidos 
  Transfers are provided by private car to the Istanbul Airport 
 
  On arrival in Bodrum private transfers have been arranged direct to the Carpe Diem. 
 
  Carpe Diem. 

Once you have settled in onboard we depart for a quite bay located a short distance from Bodurm 
Harbour where we enjoy our welcome onboard lunch. There is the opportunity to enjoy 
a swim in the afternoon before we sail across the bay to our first overnight stop in Knidos. 

 
 
Day 6  Knidos – Palamut – Datca 
  After breakfast you will have the opportunity to walk ruins of the Temple of Dionysus and  
  The Stoa, which date back to 2AD. We then take a venture by road to Palamut Bay.  

On route we visit Kings Grave, walk through several of the local villages where life has not really 
Changed for centuries and the traditions have been passed down the ages. 
 
Carpe Diem will meet us in Palamut Bay, and deep-water bay with a pebble beach. 
After lunch we sail this afternoon for our over night stop in Datca. 
 
Datca is lovely village which slowly is being transformed into a summer resort town with it’s boardwalk, 
café’s and boutique shops, combined with the charm of a fising village.  It also happens to be the 
hometown of our captain. 
 

 
Day 7  Datca – Orhaniye – Selimye 

Orhaniye Bay is our afternoon stop on route to Selimye. The scenery along route is step mountains which 
come to an abrupt end at the waters edge. A fort positioned at the entrance to the bay once protected 
Orhaniye Bay. For those that are feeling energetic there is the opportunity to climb to the top of the fort – 
well worth the effort, as the views are spectacular.  
 
We will be at anchor tonight in a quite bay located close to the township of Selimye 

 
Day 8  Selimye – Bencik – Bozurun 

Our journey today takes through an area similar to the Marlborough Sounds with its Step Mountains and 
deep blue waters. There will be the opportunity to walk the ruins of a small church, which was abandoned 
many centuries ago and now is looked after by the local goats. 

   
  The bay which we anchor in tonight looks across the bay to the own of Bozurun. 
  (Great opportunity this afternoon to try your hand at wake boarding) 
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On route to Bencik                At Anchor            Marmaris Harbour, Turkey     Acropolis walls, Lindos, Island of Rhodes 
     
Day 9  Bozurun – Bozukkale – Kadigra 
  This morning you have the chance to visit this small fishing village. For the Gentlemen we   
 recommend a visit to the local barber for the Turkish Shaving Experience. 
 
  We continue to our lunch stop at Bozukkale and then onto Kadigra 

 
 
Day 10  Kadigra – Marmaris 

This afternoon we will reach the Fishing Resort Town of Marmaris – its busy, lots of cafes and there is the 
endless line up of shops. This is a true Turkish Resort City catering for the international tourist. 
 
We will be along side the pier tonight so you have the opportunity to venture out and take in some of the 
nightlife. 

 
Day 11  Marmaris – Rhodes 
  We depart after lunch for Rhodes arriving late afternoon early evening. 
  It’s only a short walk across the street from where we tie up to enter the wall city Rhodes. 

This is a wonderful area to walk the streets window-shopping or position yourself in a Greek Taverner and 
soak up the atmosphere. 

   

Day 12  Rhodes 
Today we have planned an day excursion to the township the ancient village of Lindos, located on the 
east coast of the island.  The Acropolis, which towers above the village has spectacular views along the 
rugged coast of the island. 
The architectural style of the village is a mixture of Gothic, Byzantine Greek and middle Eastern influences. 
One of the highlights has to be a visit to the church of XXXXXX with its amazing paintings, which cover the 
walls. 
 
We stop for lunch at a typical Seafood Taverner – nothing-fancy just great seafood and views out over the 
Mediterranean. 
 
The journey back into town we have a short stop at the Seven Springs, which are natural water springs 
located just off the main road.

Day 13  Rhodes – Kos 
  We depart Rhodes this morning arriving at the island of Kos around lunchtime. 

Our berth is right along side the castle of the Knights of the Order of St John, which is located at the 
entrance to Kos Harbour. The castle is in fact an island, which is connected by the bridge of  “Phoninikon 
Avenue. 

 
The township itself is made up of café’s, restaurants; bars, boutique stores and those ever present tee-shirt 
shops. 
 
The island itself is steeped in history and renting a motor scooter and two-seater buggy for the afternoon is 
great way to discover the island. 

   
 

Day 14  Kos – Bodrum 
Just a short journey today back to Bodrum. There will be an immigration stop at Datca, as we are re-enter 
to Turkey today 

 
Day 15  Bodrum 
   Private transfers are provided today from the Carpe Diem to Bodrum Airport (or your hotel).
